	Overview and submission instructions – 
This award is available to Undergraduate Members of Alpha Rho of Chi Psi (AP) of the graduating Senior class. The Candidate must be in good standing as a Chi Psi, current in all financial obligations to both AP and the Alpha Rho Alumni Association (APAA) and living in the Lodge for at least one year. Applicants who applied to live in the Lodge but were excluded due to space limitations or other unavoidable circumstances may be considered for this award by the Alpha Rho Memorial Foundation (ARMF) at their sole discretion.
This award is to be granted no more than once a year to a graduating Brother that has shown through his actions that “Chi Psi Is a Thing Of The Spirit”. The candidate need not have been an AP officer but nevertheless must have served the Brotherhood as an inspirational leader in any area of life at The Lodge by his actions and the example he set. Special consideration is given to those candidates that have served accordingly as a mentor and role model to his underclass Brothers. The ARMF seeks specific examples of such conduct of the demonstration of these qualities, as a true Chi Psi gentleman.
As a candidate, you must submit this application in a timely manner as described below. The sum of your responses should not exceed the equivalent of two single-spaced pages in length. The three questions are as follows:
— During your undergraduate years, how have you reflected Brother Royce’s values and actions (refer to Award preamble that describes Brother’s lifelong commitment to our silver Bonds);

— Throughout his life Brother Royce emphasized our greatest gifts are our relationships and our memories.  Briefly describe your most important Chi Psi memories and which Brother you admire most and WHY those memories and that Brother are so important to you; and 

— Brother Royce deeply believed Chi Psi is a gift — describe using specific examples the gifts Chi Psi has given you AND what gifts that you have given your Brothers — invoking Brother Birge’s familiar and eloquent words that your Brothers today are just a bit stronger, just a bit happier and just a bit more aware of the finer things in life because they knew YOU.
